Access Policy 2020

Rationale
As a result of the global COVID-19 Pandemic, it is necessary to make changes to the way in which the school community accesses our school buildings and premises.  This policy aims to clearly set out the way in which parents, guardians, students, staff and other visitors access the school so as to adhere to the National public health and safety guidelines in place at this time and in line with any guidelines set down by the Department of Education & Skills with regard to the reopening of schools. .  Our priority is to ensure the health and safety of all visitors to the school during this global health crisis.

Access for Parents at Drop Off/Collection Times:

Schools are required to “limit interaction on arrival and departure from school.”  In order to comply with this, LETNS have staggered the drop-off and collection times.  All pupils will go directly to their classes and there will be no lining up in the yard. All entrances and exits to the school grounds will be in use. A one way system will be in place and will be clearly marked in order to reduce congestion and to ensure that all can maintain social distancing.  Please ensure that you use the correct entrance gate, follow the ‘one way system’ inside the school grounds and leave through the exit gate. Please be patient and be mindful of other parents and children as we get used to these new procedures.
Parents will receive notification of the relevant drop off and collection times for each class as well as instructions for navigating the new one way system.  They will also be kept advised of any changes to this as the situation evolves.

We would also ask that parents arrive no earlier than 5 minutes before the designated start and finish times to help avoid congestion at the school.

Visitors to School Buildings:

Access to the school buildings and premises will be restricted to essential access only and only for those who have a valid reason to enter the premises.  The school will reduce access where possible to limit the number of people that the staff and students come into contact with.

All visitors – parents, guardians, outside contractors, delivery drivers, etc can no longer access the school building without prior arrangement with the school, and only then for essential purposes.  All visitors must contact reception prior to coming to the school to arrange an appointment or access to the school unless exceptional circumstances make it necessary to visit without prior arrangement.
All visitors will be required to adhere to all public health guidelines and school policies with regard to hand sanitizing, wearing a mask and maintaining 2 metre distance where possible and any other measures that the Board of Management may deem necessary.  Contractors will be required to submit the appropriate documentation before coming into the premises. All visitors will also be required to provide information in a contact tracing log.
